April 4: Session 1: Reader Builders Workshop
Dr. Juanita Collier and Jessica Liedke present a free
workshop that answers the question, “Why doesn’t my
child love to read?” It could be their eyes! Information
about the relationship between the eyes and the brain,
including the interconnection with other neurological
processes and how that relationship can affect
children’s reading will be presented.

April 11: Session 2: Irlen Syndrome
Registered, licensed occupational therapist Julie

Syndrome. Irlen Syndrome is not an optical problem,
but rather a problem with the brain’s ability to process
visual information. This syndrome affects 14% of the
general population, and 46% of individuals with
existing reading or learning difficulties. Julie will
discuss what Irlen Syndrome is, how it is identified in
children, and how parents and teachers can help
readers who are affected by Irlen syndrome.
